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Interculturalism of Akram Khan’s Modern Choreography

Abstract. The aim of the article is to reveal the features of the modern choreography of one of the leading
British dancers, Akram Khan, and to analyse the author’s approaches to interculturalism through the prism
of the combination of Western and South Asian aesthetics. Results. The impact of Akram Khan’s productions
on the development trends of European modern choreography is revealed, in the context of problematisation
and destabilization of the homogeneity of modern and classical, Western and South Asian. The features of the
author's transformation of elements of classical Indian Kathak dance and their use in modern dance productions
are analyzed. It was established that Akram Khan’s provocative and insightful choreography reflects the
multifacetedness of the migrant issue, and also represents experimental options for the transformation of
Western culture by means of dance vocabulary. Scientific novelty is that for the first time in Ukrainian art history,
the creative activity of one of the leading modern British dancers and choreographers, Akram Khan, has been
investigated. Conclusions. The research revealed that the features of Akhram Khan's creative activity are: tendency
towards experimentalism; clarity of choreographic vocabulary for the viewer; appeal to intercultural sources
(classical Indian Kathak dance); active creative collaboration with leading dance groups, individual dancers
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and choreographers, as well as many well-known representatives of stage art. Akram Khan’s choreography is
a testament to the progressive potential for a new interculturalism that transforms the conventions of Western
contemporary dance and physical theater through a South Asian aesthetic. The embodied interculturalism of the
choreographer exemplifies the complexity of contemporary British and global experience.
